The applicant must 
provide verifi cation of a minimum of 10 years of professional experience (six 
in addition to the required four) which may be substituted for 10 semester or 
15 quarter hours of the defi cient upper level coursework. At least two of the 
ten years shall have been under the supervision of a licensed professional 
geologist, or, before July 1, 2000, a licensed professional geologist or engineer.

EXPERIENCE:  A minimum of four years of professional experience in the practice of 
geologic or directly related work is required. All experience must have been 
acquired after the completion of the education requirements. An applicant will 
receive one year of credit for 1500 hours of experience. A maximum of one 
year experience may be credited to applicants possessing a graduate degree 
in geology if the courses are not used to satisfy the education requirements. 
A maximum of one year experience may be credited to full-time faculty 
members who teach upper level courses in a geology program that meets 
the criteria in 68 III. Adm. Code 1252.40. At least 2 years of professional 
experience must be gained under the supervision of an Illinois licensed 
professional geologist or a geologist licensed in another jurisdiction 
having substantially equivalent licensure requirements as Illinois.

Restoration Applicant has previously been licensed in State of Illinois 
and has allowed license to lapse long enough to require 
reapplication. Possible exam passage and/or committee 
review.

Grandfather/Waiver Applicant will be licensed without regard to current 
requirements because statute allows this based on past 
qualifi cation and practices (for a specifi ed time only).

Non-examination Applicant is licensed by meeting qualifi cations required 
by statute. There is no exam for these professions.  
These can be either businesses or individuals.

“Geology” means the science that includes the treatment of the earth and its origin and history including, but not 
limited to, (i) the investigation of the earth’s crust and interior and the solids and fl uids, including all surface and un-
derground waters, gases, and other materials that compose the earth as they may relate to geologic processes; (ii) 
the study of the natural agents, forces, and processes that cause changes in the earth; and (iii) the utilization of this 
knowledge of the earth and its solids, fl uids, and gases, and their collective properties and processes, for the benefi t 
of humankind.

“Practice of professional geology” means the performance of, or the off er to perform, the services of a geologist, in-
cluding consultation, investigation, evaluation, planning, mapping, inspection of geologic work, and other services that 
require extensive knowledge of geologic laws, formulas, principles, practice, and methods of data interpretation.
