holding license No. 4874 and located at 76 S. Maple Street, Elgin, Illinois; and 
 
2. That the Commissioner issued to Licensee Order No. 2004-BRF-01 on March 13, 2004.

BASED UPON THE ABOVE FINDINGS, THE COMMISSIONER IS OF THE OPINION 
AND CONCLUDES: 

 
1. That on March 26, 2004 OBRE received from the Licensee payment of the $2,500 fine

2. That Licensee is currently complying with the Act and Rules promulgated under the Act.

That the suspension of Accountant Mortgage and Loan Services, Licensee No. 4874, is 
rescinded.
