ORDER RESCINDING SUSPENSION  

 
The COMMISSIONER OF BANKS AND REAL ESTATE (the “Commissioner”), having conducted 
an examination of the facts related to City First Mortgage Services, LLC, 379 W. 500 South, 
Bountiful, Utah,  (the “Licensee”), and having found that the Licensee committed a violation of 
Section 3-1 of the Residential Mortgage License Act of 1987 (the “Act”) [205 ILCS 635 3-1], and 
Section 1050.490 of the rules promulgated under the Act (the “Rules) [38 Ill. Adm. Code 1050.490], 
hereby issues this ORDER pursuant to the authority provided by Section 4-5 of the Act.  The 
Commissioner makes the following:  
 

FINDINGS 
 

1. That City First Mortgage Services, LLC, is an Illinois residential mortgage Licensee 
holding license No. MB.0006283 and located at 379 W. 500 South, Bountiful, Utah; 

 
2. That the Commissioner issued to Licensee Order No. 2004-BRF-03 on March 13, 2004. 
 
 

 CONCLUSIONS 
 

BASED UPON THE ABOVE FINDINGS, THE COMMISSIONER IS OF THE OPINION 
AND CONCLUDES: 

 
 

1. That on March 26, 2004 the Commissioner received documentation from the Licensee 
that the Licensee had maintained a Fidelity Bond at all times and had timely notified the 
Commissioner; and 

 
2. That Licensee is currently complying with the Act and Rules promulgated under the
