ORDER RESCINDING FINE

The DEPARTMENT OF FINANCIAL AND PROFESSIONAL REGULATION, Division of Banks and
Real Estate (the “Department”), having conducted an examination of the facts related to Freedom Home
Mortgage Corporation, 1000 Atrium Way, Suite 300, Mt. Laurel, NJ 08054, (the “Licensee”), pursuant
to the Residential Mortgage License Act of 1987 (the “Act”) [205 ILCS 635 3-1], and the rules
promulgated under the Act (the “Rules) [38 I1l. Adm. Code 1050], hereby issues this ORDER pursuant
to the authority provided under Section 4-5 of the Act. The Department makes the following:

FINDINGS

1 That Freedom Home Mortgage Corporation, is an lllinois residential mortgage licensee
holding license No. MB.0004576 and located at 1000 Atrium Way, Suite 300, Mt.
Laurel, New Jersey, 08054,

2. That on April 15, 2002, Licensee was assessed a $1,000 fine; and

3. That notwithstanding the Department has determined that Licensee is a sub-servicer of

Loan Care Servicing Center, Inc., and not a servicer, therefore not being required to
submit the Default and Foreclosure Report.

CONCLUSIONS

BASED UPON THE ABOVE FINDINGS, THE DEPARTMENT IS OF THE OPINION AND
CONCLUDES:

1 That Licensee has no other outstanding issues with the Department; and

2. That Licensee is currently conplying with the Act and Rules promulgated under the Act.

NOW THEREFORE IT ISHEREBY ORDERED that Freedom Home Mortgage Corporation

license No. MB.0004576, assessed fine for $1,000 is hereby rescinded.
